This program exceeds the mandatory training requirements under OSHA (1910.1450(f)(4)(i)), Occupational Exposure to Hazardous Chemicals in Laboratories.
OSHA - The laboratory standard 29 CFR 1910.1450 may apply to hospital laboratories: "Laboratory" means a facility where the "laboratory use of hazardous chemicals" occurs. It is a workplace where relatively small quantities of hazardous chemicals are used on a non-production basis.

NFPA 45-2019 -1.1.1, 1.1.2 applies to laboratory buildings, units, and work areas, as well as all educational laboratory units and instructional laboratory units, in which any quantity of chemicals, as defined in NFPA 704 with one or more of the following hazard ratings, is handled or stored: health—2, 3, or 4, flammability—2, 3, or 4, or instability—2, 3, or 4 ratings.
Are employers required to have a chemical hygiene plan?

Yes. If your laboratory employees use hazardous chemicals, you must develop and implement a written chemical hygiene plan to protect them. In addition to appropriate safety and health procedures and hygiene practices for hazardous chemicals in laboratories, the plan must include the following:

· Lab Management – Your key to success – Customized to Your Specific Lab needs;
· Criteria for reducing employee exposure to hazardous chemicals;

· Use of personal protective equipment;

· Fume hoods requirements and other protective equipment are functioning properly;
· Provisions for employee training and laboratory inspections; 
· Evacuation requirements for laboratory operations, procedures, or activities

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Assignment of a Chemical Hygiene Officer- a qualified employee who by training or experience can provide 
technical guidance in developing and implementing the chemical hygiene plan
